The body of Christian Johnson, which was accompanied from Scofield by the widow and child of the deceased, will
be buried tomorrow. Johnson was fifty-five years of age and a native of Denmark. He came to Utah twenty seven
years ago, and for a time resided at Big Cottonwood. Later he made this city his home. His family consisting of a wife
and seven children, live in the Eighth Ward. The funeral will take place from the ward meeting house at 3 o'clock
tomorrow afternoon.
