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FRANKLIN COUNTY was incorporated by the General Assembly of Yt. Nov. 5, 1792. It is bounded North by the Province of Quebec, East by the Counties of Orleans
and Lamoille, South by Chittenden County and West by Grand Isle County, from which it is separated by a part of Lake Champlain. It is situated between latitude 44 deg. 31 min., and
45 deg., and between longitude 3 deg., 47 min., and 4 deg., 27 min. It extends about 34 miles from East to West, and about 33 miles from North to South, embracing an area of 600 square
miles.

_

The eastern part of the County is high and broken, and extends to the westerly range of the Green Mountains. The western part of the County is generally level. The County as a
whole is uncommonly fine for farming purposes. The minerals are Iron, Copper, Marble. Slate and Sandstone. The soil is a mixture of Loam, Marl and Clay. This County is well watered by
the Missisquoi and Lamoille rivers, and their numerous tributaries. Excellent Mill privileges are abundant. The scenery in many parts of the County is unusually picturesque. Its produc-
tive soil, natural advantages, and facilities for water and rail road transportation, render it a desirable locality for the farmer and manufacturer. Franklin County comprises 14 towns besides
Avery’s Gore. In each of these towns there are one or more villages, that are generally lively and have a neat New England aspect. These villages are connected by safe and pleasant public
roads, the result of constant care and labor since the settlement of the County. Below we give a brief history of the formation, date of settlement, and organization of the several towns. For
a further description of the towns and villages, their comparative size, population, business and advancement, and the general contour of the country, we would refer you to the succeeding
pages of this atlas.

_ BAKERSFIELD•—Was chartered by the State to Luke Know 1 ton
January 25th, 1791, and conveyed 10,0(0 acres of land, which said Knowlton

.

d.t° Joseph Baker, and gave a deed February 21st, 1791, for the consideration
of .£500 of lawful money. The tract was called at first Knowlton’s Gore. Octo-
ber 25th, 1792, Smithfield, a town adjoining1 the Gore on the west, was dismem-
bered. One part was annexed to Fairfield, and the other with Knowlton’s Gore,
and called Bakersfield after Joseph Baker, the owner of the Gore. At the same
time the part south and west of the common, so called, was joined to Bakers-

r Night’s Gore on the north was annexed, and October
-6th, 1/99, Colt’s Gore on the southeast was also annexed, and the town then
comprised 27.000 acres.
Some changes in boundary lines have occurred since. About 3,000 acres have

been annexed to Waterville, and the boundary between itself and Enosburgh has
been straightened, so that the town now contains only about 24,000 acres. Jo-
seph Baker, who was the first settler, came about the year 1789 or ’90. Stephen
Maynard, son-in-law of Mr. Baker, and one Jonas Brigham, moved into town
about a year later. No others came until about 1794, when Jeremiah Pratt,
Luke 1 otter and Jonathan Farnsworth located in town. Bakersfield was organ-
ized, and its first town meeting held March 30th, 1795.
The first selectmen were Joseph Baker, Jonas Brigham and Stephen May-

na
-

—Stephen Maynard was chosen town clerk, Amos Cutler constable, Jere-
miah Pratt hayward.
The first freemen’s meeting was warned to meet September 16th, 1796, at

which nineteen votes were cast for Thomas Chittenden for governor, and one
tor Isaac Tichnor. The first school in town was taught by Foster Page. The
nrst grist and saw mill was built in 1794 by Elisha Boyce. The first framed
house was built by Jer. Pratt in 1794. The first hotel was kept by Samuel
Cochran. The first physicians were Thomas Lassell, Ebenezer Williams andAmos Town. Col. 8. Hazleton kept the first store The first resident lawyer was
Lben Barlow. The first child born in town was Betsey Maynard, January 13th,
1793. 1 he first marriage recorded was that of John Maynard and Elizabeth
Knowles.
The population in 1870 was 1,404. The surface of the town is hilly. The

mountains to the east in Avery’s Gore, which is, in civil administration, included
in Bakersfield, rise to a height of 4,000 feet. The main portion of the town is
about 500 feet above the sea. The minerals are limestone and soapstone. Agri-
culture is the chief employment of the people.

BERKSHlItjE.—Was granted by the state in 1780. It was chartered
to contain six miles square, but by a gross error in locating the east boundary
it actually coniains 2,000 acres more than was conveyed by the charter. The
first resident was Job L. Barber, who settled here in 1792. During the next
season DanielAdams settled on the present site of West Berkshire, and Stephen
Boyce on the west bank of the Missisquoi. In 1793 and the year following a few
more settlers arrived, among whom were Capt. Phineas Heath and Capt.. David
Nutting, revolutionary officers. The settlement increased rapidly, and within
ten years the larger portion of the town was dotted with log houses. The town
was organized in 1795 or ’96, and began to be annually represented in the legis-
lature. r

llie first resident minister was the Rev. John Barnett. The first regular
physician was Dr. A. Willoughby. The first lawyer was Solomon Bingham.
Stephen Royce erected the first framed house in town about the year 1795.

Ihe town is uneven, and rises into swells or hills, which are rarely so abrupt
as to prevent cultivation. The soil throughout the town is almost invariably
strong and productive. The only minerals are iron ore ; these, in the rock form,
are of a rich quality, and are probably’ inexhaustible. The population of this
town m 1870 was 1609.

^NOSBURCiH,—Was granted March 12th, 1780, and chartered May
15th of the same year by Gov. Thomas Chittenden, to Roger Eno«, from whom
^ name - The organization of the town occurred March 19t,h, 1798,
at the house of Samuel Little. Joseph Brigham was chosen moderator; Isaac B.
1? arrar town clerk

; Charles Follett. Samuel Little and Martin Dunning select-
men. Ihe first, freemen’s meeting was warned August 19th, 1799, and held on
September 3d, 1799, when twenty-eight persons appeared and took the freemens
oath. Of these the descendants of ouly Stephen House, Martin Dunning, Henry
Hopkins, Edward Baker, Amos Fassett, Talme Hendrick and Joshua Miller are
now living in town. At the same meeting Wm, Barber was chosen representa-
tive to the legislature. For governor, seventetn votes were cast for Israel
Smith, and sixteen for Isaac Tiehenor. As per record Anna. F. Farrar was the
first child born in town, June 4tli, 1798. Repot t. has it, and it is believed that
Enos Baleh was the first born,was named Enos in consideration of the fact, and
was cradled in a sap trough. It is claimed that his father and mother were the
first family who wintered in town. As per record Joshua Miller and Patty Ro-
zier were the first couple married in town by William Barber, March 25tli, 1802.
The first deed on record Dears date April 1st, 1797. by Amos Fassett to Benjamin
rassett, executed at Bennington, troni which town several families emigrated to
Enosburgh in that and the few following years. Amos Fassett and Stephen
House built the first sawmill at the Falls, and received a. grant of 800 acres of
land from the legislature for building it. Amos Fasseit built the first gristmill
in 1802. The first church was built at the Centre in 1820 ; the first school-house
in 1802. Stephen House builr, the first framed dwelling in 1803, at the Centre.
A. Bordeau cut the first tree, and built the first cabin on the present site of
Bordoville.
A range of the Green mountains traverses nearly the entire length of the

eastern boundary of the town. The town is well watered by' the Missisquoi and
I rout rivers, and other smaller streams, which afford ample water power for
manufacturing. Enosburgh Falls, pleasantly situated on the Missisquoi river
and railroad, has a valuable water power, and is an enterprising and flourishing
place. The soil of the town is rich and productive, especially in the valleys. The
farming and dairying of this town ranks among the first. In 1870 its population
numbered 2,077.

FAIRFAX,—The first settlers in Fairfax were Capt. Broadstreet Spaf-
ford and his two sons, Nathan and Asa, from Piermont, N. H.. in 1783. The
jear following Robert and Jos Barnett settled near them, and Thomas Russell
in 1786. In 1787 Levi Farnsworih, from Charlestown, N. H., made the first
settlement on the Plain. The first- settlement in North Fairfax was made by
Joseph Beeman, Sen., and Joseph Beeman, Jr., from Bennington, in 1786. The
first settlement in Buck Hollow was made by Gould Buck and Abigal Haw’ley
from Arlington, in 1791. In 1806 Joseph Beeman, Jr., built “a mill for grind-
ing-” The first town meeting was held at Capt. Broadstreet Spafford’s March
22d, 1787. Capt. Spafi’ord was chosen moderator, Thomas Russell clerk, Nathan
Spafford constable; Capt. Spafford, Robert Barnett and Thomas Russell select-
men. The records show but six legal voters in town at this period. Great Falls,
on the Lamoi le river, are in the southeast part of the town. These Fulls alford
an excellent privilege for manufacturers. The first mill in town was built at
the Falls in 1791 by Judge Amos Fassett.
The town was first divided into school districts in 1796, The first taverH i„

town was kept by Hampton Lovegrove at North Fairfax. The first framed
house was built- by^Joel Leonard in 1792. The first company of volunteer cav-
alry organized in Franklin county was at the tavern of Hampton Lovegrove in
1791. Gen. I. B. Richardson, who distinguished himself in the Mexican war,
and lost his life in gallantly defending his country in the late war of the rebel-
lion, was born in this town Decern bar 26th, 1815.
The surface of this town is broken and hilly. The soil is very' productive, and

affords excellent pasturage. The La Moille river, one of the largest in the state,
runs through the southern part of the town, and along its banks the first settle-
ments were made. The population in 1870 numbered 1948.

FAIRFIELD,—Was organized and the fir-t town meeting held in
March, 1790. Edmund Town was the first town clerk. By the annexation of
Smithfield in 1792 it became the largest town in the c*untv. Joseph Wheeler
appears to have been the first permanent settler in the year 1787. John Sunder-
land, John Mitchell, William Beaden, Edmund Town, Hubbard Barlow, Dimon
Barlow, Joseph Soule, Francis Story, Abraham Northrop, Samuel and Ebenezer
Barlow, Noah Dimond, Ezra Sturges and Story were among the first set-
tlers. Smithfield Beaden was the first child born in town in the part called
Smithfield. The proprietors made him a present of one hundred acres of land.
Polly Barlow was the fiist. child born in Fairfield in 1789. The first district
school in town was taught by Joshua Miller in 1797. The first lawyer was Bates
Turner

;
the first postmaster Bradley Barlow.

The surface of this town is very uneven, but mostly susceptible of cultivation-
The soil is rich and especially well adapted for grazing. Fairfield is one of the
leading dairy towns in the county. The town is well watered bv Black creek,
Fairfield river and their tributaries. Fairfield pond, a beautiful sheet of water
in the northwest part of the town, has its outlet into Black creek. The popula-
tion in 1870 numbered 2393.

FliETCHCR.—Was chartered August 20th, 1771. by Gov. Chit enden.
to Nathaniel Brush, David Aveiy and Rufus Montague. Its area is estimated
to be 24,040 acres. It is believed that the family of John Fullington, from Deer-
Held, N. H., were the first white settlers within its limits in about the year 1788,
The next settler was Deacon Peter Thurston. The town was organized March
16th, 1790. Lemuel Scott was appointed moderator, Elisha Woodworth town
clerk

;
Peter Thurston, Lemuel Scott. Elijah Dailey, selectmen, and Elijah

Dailey first constable. The town was fiist represented in the General Assembly
in 1797 by Daniel Bailey. The first physician was Dr. Sanford Emery in 1827.
It is said that the first school in town was taught by James Robinson in the
house of Lemuel Scott. The first meeting-house was dedicated July 7th, 1831.
The first store was opened by Hon. Zerah Willoughby in 1820. The first sawmill
was built by Elisha Woodworth. John and Jesse Carpenter erected a grist mill
on Stones brook in '831. Fletcher possesses a natural curiosity, a cave, situated
in the side of a hill a little west of the road leading to East Fairfield. This cave
is quite extensive, but lias never been thoroughly explored.
The town is broken and hilly

;
it is best adapted to grazing. Large quantities

of butter and cheese are made yearly. The town is well watered by Lamoille
river and tributaries in the south, and Metcalf pond in the north. The popula-
tion in 1870 was 868.

FRANKLIX.—Was granted October 24th, 1787, and chartered by Gov.
Chittenden to Jonathan Hunt and his associates March 19th. 1789, by the’name
of Huntsburgh. The fir«t settlement in town was made by Samuel Hubbard of
Northfield, Mass., in 1789. Mr. Ilubbard built the first log house and frame
barn, a grist and saw mill John Webster settled at the centre of the town.
Samuel Peokham settled a little west of Mr. Hubbard, where he built and kept
the first public house. The town was organized in 1793. Ebenezer Sanderson
was first town clerk, Paul Gates first treasurer, Samuel Peokham first represent-
ative in 1794. The name of the town was changed from Huntsburg to Franklin
in 1817. Ebenezer Maroin, Jr., was the first attorney in town. John Hubbard,
son of Samuel Hubbard, was the first child born in town. The first marriage
whs November 29th, 1792, by Samuel Peckham, Esq., Paul Gates to Zeruiah
Spooner. First death whs the wife of Samuel Feckiiam. Thomas Foot erected
the first store in 1808. The first military company was formed in 1808. Three
grants of land were made for educational purposes in the charter of the town :

one for the University of Vermont, one for the first county grammar school, and
one for the schools in town. The first school w.is taught by Josiah Allen, 1795
Franklin Academy was incorporated in 1849, and went into successful operation
the same year. Mr. Smith was the first preceptor. Franklin contains 19,040
acres. The surface is uneven but not abrupt. The soil is mostly a gravelly
loam, with an occasional admixture of clay and sand, and is well adapted to ail
purposes of agriculture. Slate and limestone are occasionally found. The only
mineral is hematite, a species of iron ore. There are no streams of importance.
In 1870 the population was 1602.

GEORGIA.—Has been successively in Bennington, Rutland, Addison
and Chittenden counties. Several deeds on record speak of it as in Charlotte
county, N. Y. Its area is thirty-six square miles. It was chartered by Benning
Wentworth August 17th, 1763. It was organized March 31st, 1788. James
Evarts was moderator, Reuben Evarts clerk; Stephen Davis, Stephen Holmes
and Richard Sylvester selectmen : Frederick Bliss constab e. Solon Goodrich and
Abel Pierce haywards

;
William Farrand, Noah Loomis and Stephen Fairchilds

surveyors of highways. The family of William Farrand, from Bennington Vt.,
was the first to make a permanent settlement in this town about the year 1785

;

he was the first man to take the oath of allegiance to the State of Vermont in
Georgia, February 23d, 1789. Georgie Farrand, his son, was the first child born
in town. J udge Bliss settled at the centre of the town in 1786. The first physi-
cian in Georgia was Dr. Nathaniel Naramore. Levi House represented the town
in 1793.

Several of the early settlers of this town were in the war of the revolution.
This town contributed its full proportion of men in the war of 1812, and in the
late war of the rebellion. The first sermon preached in this town was by the
Rev. Mr. Merdock of Saybrook, Conn., supposed to be the same who afterwards
became professor of languages in the University of Vermont. The first church
was completed in 1802 and for a time was the largest and best furnished in Nor-
thern Vermont. Rev. Alvah Sabin was bom in Georgia, and graduated at Col-
umbian College in the District of Columbia; he was settled as pastor of the Bap-
tist church in 1825, and has been its pastor ever since with slight interruptions;
he has held many important offices of trust, and is highly esteemed by the peo-
ple. The surface of this town is rolling

;
the soil is generally fertile, and is

very well adapted for grazing or tillage. The town is delightfully situated on
the eastern shore of Lake Champlain. Its population in 1870 was 1606.

HIGHGATE.—Was chartered August 17th, 1730, by Gov. Wentworth,
to Samuel Hunt and sixty-three others; six miles square. In 1785-6 Joseph
Reycard settled on the Canada line. John Hilliker on the Missisquoi river below
Swanton, Jeremiah Brewster and Thomas Butterfield on the west side of Rock
river, and in 1787 Conrad Barr, John Saxe, John Stinehouse, John Shelter, Geo.
Wilson, John Hogle, Lampman and Peter Waggonner. John Saxe built the first
grist mill in 1787 . The first school was taught by Simon Foster. Andrew Pot-
ter built the first sawmill at Ilighgate Falls in 1797, and a grist mill soon after.
Conrad Barr and W . Moulte built the first framed barns in town. Matthew
Godfrey and Peter Saxe kept the first store in town. The first framed houses
were bu It by Elijah Rood on Missisquoi River, Newcomb at Ilighgate Springs,
and Conrad Barr near Saxe’s Mills. The town was organized as early as 1791

.

John Waggonner was chosen moderator, Jonathan Butterfield town clerk, Isaac
Asseltine and Minard Tcachout constables; John Waggonner, Michael Lamp-
man and John Hilliker selectmen. In 1799 John Cray was chosen representative
to the General Assemb'y.
The first marriage on record was Isaac and Sally Assaltine, January 14th, 1*00,

by Sylvester Cobb, justice of the peace. Dr. Joseph B. Cutler was the first
settled physician, in 1806. The fiist settlers were principally Dutch refugees,
who supposed they had settled in Canada, until after the establishment of the
line between Canada and the States.
At Highgate Falls is one of the most powerful waterfalls in the state. This
iWTlulliu lc (rann-r.i r\li um 1 1 .........

warning dated March 30th, 1799, called a town meeting, to be held at the house
of Jonathan Janes. Stephen Royce was chosen moderator, Chester Wells town
clerk, Jonathan Janes treasurer: Robert Kennedy, Jonathan Janes, Daniel
Janes, selectmen ; Theophilus Hastings, constable and collector. The first

freeman’s meeting was held on the first. Tuesday of September of the same year.
The vote was unanimous—only eleven votes polled—for Isaac Tichnor for gover-
nor, Paul Brigham for lieutenant-governor, Samuel Mattocks for treasurer, and
Jonathan Janes for representative.

The surface of Riehford is uneven and mountainous, not more than three-
quarters of it being fit for agricultural purposes

; yet, as a whole it is well
adapted for farming purposes. The timber is hemlock, spruce, birch, beech,
basswood and maple. Maple sugar is made in large quantities. Gray lime and
copper are the principal minerals.

There are four mineral springs in town . Riehford village in the northern
part of the town is a smart, enterprising place, has a newspaper “Frontier Senti-
n 1,” a valuable water power and two rail roads, the Missisquoi R. R. which ter-
minates here, and the Missisquoi and Clyde River, which passes through
the place. The population of Riehford in 1870 was 1481.

SHELDON.- -This town was granted to Samuel Hungerford and sixty-four
others in 1763, and named Hungerford. It contains 23,040 acres. The town
received its present name November 8th, 1792, from the Sheldons, who had pur-

century or moie. The fiist. lawyer who settled in the village was Robert L.
Paddock, in 1825 or ’26. Highgate has a varied soil and climate- The easturn
part of the town is quite hilly

; the western part is lower, and contains some
swamps and muck land

; and near Highgate Gore the soil is a gravelly loam.
The town is well watered in every part. Farming is the chief employment of
ti.e people. The minerals are lime, water-lime and slate rock. The population
in 18 0 numbered 2260.
ItlONTTCiOMEKlf.—As originally chartered, contained 23.040 acres. In

1859 a tract of 7,000 acres from the town of Lowell and Avery’s gore were added
to it on the south. The town was granted March 13th, 1780, to Stephen R.
Bradley, Rev. Ezra Stiles, John Graham and others, but was not chartered un-
til Oct. 1789. The first permanent settlement was made by John Clapp, a revol-
utionary officer, from Worcester County, Mass, in 1793. About the year 1795
the Hon. Samuel Barnard, Reuben Clapp, and James Upham, esq , moved into
town. The first town meeting was held, and the town oiganized Aug. 12, 1802.
Montgomery is a mountainous town. Jay mountain on the east is by far the

m<. st lofty of the range, it is next to Camel’s Hump in altitude. All the brooks
that rise on these hills flow into Trout river, which is the only stream that
passes out of town. Montgomery is celebrated for its rich pasturage In 1856
an Agricultural society was formed in town, which flourished for three yeais
On one occasion the town team embraced over one hundred pairs of fine red
oxen. In 1859 the neighboring towns of Enosburgh, Berkshire and Riehford,
joined Montgomery in this enterprise, under the title of “ Franklin County
Union Agricultural Society.” The fairs have since been held at East Berkshire
The town has much valuable water power, which is well improved. The Rev.
Joel Clapp, born in 1793, was the first white child born in town. The first select
men were James Upham, Elijah Learned, Stephen Gates; Samuel Barnard was
the first town Clerk. The population in 1870 was 1423.
K1CHFORD.-Is described in the charter to contain just six miles square.

The first settlers were Hugh Miller and his family, who came from Bradford,Vt.,
in 1 795. Seymour Hastings, son of Theophilus, was the first child born in town.
In 1802 Bishop Hedding, pioneer of Methodism, preached the first sermon in
town, in the house of Mrs. Hugh Miller. Joseph Stanhope, Sr., and family
came from Guilford, Vt., in 1796. Col. Timothy Seymour of Hartford, Conn.,
built a dam, the same year, across the river above the present one. A sawmill
and grist mill were elected near to where the present ones now stand. The
millstones were made from the granite found near by. Stephen Royce, in a

wife, with several neuro servants, came to town as first settlers, and built a
house on the north side of the Missisquoi river. The next spring Col. Sheldon,
Elisha, jr.. Major Samuel Sheldon, Elnathan Keys, together' with their families
and servants, also James Herrick and James Hawley, arrived in town. While
on their way hither the to wn was organized at the house of Daniel Stannard in
Georgia. Col. Sheldon, Elisha, jr.. MajorSam and James Hawley were appointed
selectmen, and James Herrick constable.

The first sawmill was built at the lower falls by Major Sheldon in 1792. In 1797
he built a gristmill on the west side of the creek. In 1799 Israel Keith built a
furnace and forge, employing one hundred men or more to supply it with coal
and iron. Quite an extensive ore bed was discovered and worked near the present
residence of Charles Keith. On account of the great amount of business done
by this company, iron was long called Sheldon currency. In 1803 a carding mill
was built ; also a postoffice was established. Dr. Hildreth was the first physi-
cian in town ; he was the first postmaster, and kept the first tavern . The first
store was kept by Benjamin Clark. The first freemen’s meeting was held in
the eastern part of the town at the house of Jedediali Tuttle. S. I\ Sheldon
was the first representative; he was also chosen town clerk. The first birth
in town was a colored child, whose mother was a servant of Col. Sheldon, who
bought her in Connecticut, where she was sold for the commission of some crime.
The first church (Episcopal) in town was built in 1824.

The surface of the town is pleasantly diversified by broad vallevs and gently
rolling uplands. The soil in the valley is a deep rich alluvial; in the uplands,
a deep mellow loam, aud is very productive. The uplands are timbered with
ash, beach, birch, maple, oak, Ac.; the valleys with pine, hemlock and other
soft woods. The minerals are marble, limestone and slate. The principal
streams are the Missisquoi, Black Creek and Tyler’s Branch. There are several
noted mineral springs in the western part of the town, the medicinal properties
of which attract visitors from all parts of the country, who find here ample
provision for their hea! tli and entertainment. The population in 1870 numbered
1,697.

NX. ALBANS.—Was chartered by Gov. Wentworth of New Hampshire
August 17th, 1763. The grant was made by George the Third, king of Great
Britain. Jesse Weldon, who came from Sunderland before the revolution, was
unquestionablv the first civilized settler of St. Albans; he built a log cabin a
few rods south of the Congregational church at the bav. Duncan Dunn settled
south of the red house at the Four corners. Mr. Dorsey settled south from
Dunn. Mr. Spafford settled next on the farm now owned by Nelson Buck.
Thes- settlers, and all others north from Rutland were driven off by the events
of the war. Jesse Weldon returned in 1785, and soon after settled In what is
now the village of Saint Albans. His memory is honored bv the street and a
magnificent hotel that bear the name. In 1786 Daniel B. Meigs, Amos Morrill,
Andrew Neal, Freeborn Potter, Job and Nathan Green, Daniel Baker, Thomas
Gibbs and others came in with their families. Among them was Gen. Ira Allen
and Levi Allen, brother of the renowned Ethan Allen.

July 28th, 1788, Hon. John White warned a freeman’s meeting, at the house
of Jesse Weldon, for the organization of the town. At this meeting Silas
Hathaway was chosen moderator; Jonathan Hoyt, town clerk; Jesse Weldon,
David Udell and Andrew Potter, selectmen

;
David B. Meig, constable. The

grand list ot the town in 1788 was .£364 5s. St. Albans was established as the
shire town of the coun'ym 1793. In 1794 Silas Hathaway erected the first
framed house in town, now occupied by Romeo H. Hoyt. Hathaway occupied
the same as a tavern

;
the courts of the county were held in the hall of the same.

Religious services were occasionally held here. The first record of a store kept
here is that of Capt. Whitney in 1792.

Christopher Dutcher settled at the bay in 1790, where he built a tannery. In
1793 he purchased and settled upon the farm now owned by Benjamin F. Rugg.
Dr. John Warner, who came from Bennington in 1793, was the first and only
physician for several years. John Smith came to 8t. Albans from Barre, Mass.,
in 1800. Lawrence Brainard came from Troy, N. Y., in 1806. The first county
jail was the back part of a house built by Wil iam Coit in 1796, near the present
site of the Congregational church. The present jail was erected in 1853. The
first courthouse in 1800 ; the present one in 1830. The Methodist church was
built in 1820; the first Episcopal church in 1825; the present one in 1858.
The first Cong. Church in 1826; the present one in 1862. The Catholic
church was completed and dedicated in 1861. The Baptist society are
now erecting a church edifice. The first settled minister in town was the Rev.
Jonathan Nye, who was ordained pastor of the Congregational church March
5 th, 1805.

The first newspaper was the St. Albans Advertiser, published by Rufus Allen
in 1807. St. Albans has now five newspapers, viz.: Daily Messenger, Weekly
Messenger and Transcript, Vermont Temperance Advocate, Le Procteur Oana-
dien, and the St. Albans Transcript. In 1820 Luther Virginia was executed for
the murder of Rufus W. Jackson November 14tli, 1819. This was the first and
ouly execution that has ever occurred in the county. In 1845, mainly through
the efforts of the late Hon. John Smith, a charter of the Vermont and Canada
railroad was granted by the legislature. A company was organized in July,
1847, by the appointment of seven directors, who appointed Hon. John Smith
president, and Lawrence Brainerd clerk. The railroad was completed to St.
Albans October 17th, 1850. The Troy and Montreal telegraph lino was opened
to p-t. Albans February 8th, 1848. In 1860 the office, machinery and repair shops
were located here. The raid of October 19th, 1864, of a band of armed ruffians
22 in number, in the interests of the slaveholders’ rebellion, has given to the
town a greater notoriety than any other event that has ever occurred within its
bounds. Along the eastern border of the town is a range of hills, the loftiest
point of which is “ Bellevue.”

The middle and western part of the town is rolling. The soil is a rich loam
producing luxuriant grass, and is well adapted the growth of all the cereals,
common the latitude. The minerals are limestone and the St. Albans calico
stone. St. Albans village is situated about two miles from, and overlooks Lake
Champlain. It contains about 6,000 inhabitant s. The view from the village
and the hihs in its immediate vicinity of mountains, lake, islands, broad
expanse of valleys, clotted with thrifty farm-houses, is not excelled anywhere, as
is freely admitted by the intelligent of our own and foreign countries. This
village is now the commercial centre of the county, has extensive railroad inter-
ests, the finest depot in the eastern states, many beautiful residences, extensive
stores, a fine park and excellent hotels The beauty of the scenery, fine drives,
healthy location, &c., have for years attracted pleasure-seeking visitors. The
Weldon spring, located near the corporate limits, is one of the principal sources
of attraction. This spring was discovered in April, 1867, while digging for a
well at the depth of about eight feet. A proper analysis of the water was made,
which showed it to possess rare medicinal properties, and classified it among the
most important in the country. Saint Albans Bay, pleasantly situated at the
head of the bay bearing the same name, has a fine harbor, and was once the
eat of business in the town. A steamer plies between this point aud Platts-
burgh. The population of the town of St. Albans in 1870 was 7,021.



HISTORY OF FRANKLIN COUNTY —Continued

SWANTON.—This Town was settled at the Falls by the French and
Indians, previous to the French and Indian war, which commenced in 1754.

They had built a Saw Mill and a Stone Church here. At the close of the
Revolution, when they decided to abandon this locality, the Church was taken
down and transported in canoes to Canada. About 70 of the Indians lingered

here until 1793. These were continually annoying the inhabitants, as they (the

Indians) claimed all the land as far south as Onion River. But they gradually
removed, and finally in the year 1798 or ’99, they all left. It is thought that
John Nokes was the first regular inhabitant, aside from the French and In-
dians. Nokes and his family came from Whitehall in a canoe, and settled on
the Islan<L and erected his dwelling on what is known as the Richard Moore
farm. Wlien John Hilliker and family came here in 1787, there were in Swan-
ton about 50 Indian Huts. The first settler in the other part of the Town was
Asa Abels, in 1787, upon the Gadcomb farm. One Palmer settled here about
the same time. He died soon after his arrival, of consumption, which is

thought to be the first death in town. The most remarkable instance of lon-

gevity, is that of Walter Scott, who died here in 1815, at the advanced age of

110 years.
The Charter of the Town was granted October 17, 1763, containing 23,040

acres. The Town was organized in 1790. The first town meeting was held

the same year, at the house of Jonathan Buttei field, when the following officers

were chosen

In the year 1791 the inhabitants of Swanton numbered 74. Thomas Butter-

field built the first and only dam across the river at Swanton in the year 1790.

The following year a Grist-mill and Saw-mill were built. Several other Saw-
mills were built soon after, and fora time the principal business was the manu-
facture of lumber for the Quebec market

Esther Butterfield, bom in 1790, was the first child bora in town. George

Green was born 15th of March, 1791. He is still a resident, 80 years of age, and
his wife Polly, 81. Labon Lasell and Allen Pratt were born the same year.

Daniel Bullard is the oldest man living in town. Shadrick Hathaway came
here at a very earl y day. Samuel Barney in 1799. Elisha Barney came the

same year. He built a house and a forge. Mehittable Barney, his wife, now
95 years of age, is still living in Swanton. R. L. Barney, now 72, oldest child

of Mehittable, is living upon the site his father first built upon. The first

grand list, as reported in 1806, was $11,491 00. The first marriage in town
occurred January 12, 1796—William Crocker to Percy Heardly, by Asa Holgate,

Justice of the Peace. The mercantile business dates back to near the first

settlement of the Town. The first store was built of brick in 1806.

The first school was taught by Lydia Hyde in 1803, in corn barn on the west

side of the river; the first school-house was built in 1807 or ’a. The first tavern

was kept by Asa Holgate in 1793. The first religious meeting in town was held

in Levi Hathaway’s barn in the year 1798. The first church, Congregational,

was organized in 1800, and a meeting-house erected in 1816. Jonathan Ferris,

having purchased a large tract of land in town, came and settled here in 1807

.

He caused the village to be laid out, and in a very creditable manner, as may be

seen by an examination of the plot in this atlas. The first bridge was built

in 1812. The first Academy about 1846, which was afterwards burned, and the

present one erected in its place. The first carding machine was erected in 1806

by Luther Drury.

The township is watered by the 'Missisquoi river and sever-d smaller streams.

At Swanton there is a fall of about twenty feet in the Missisquoi, affording a
superior water power, which is but partially improved. The township is gene-
rally level. Along the river the land is low and moist. Further back it becomes
more elevated, and was originally timbered with pine. The northwestern part
is marshy. In the southern part the soil is gravelly, and the timber hardwood.
Bog iron ore of excellent quality is found in the northern part of the township.

Several varieties of marble are found here in abundance. The variegated mar-
ble is of the finest quality and among the most beautiful in the world. The
marble business was commenced here at a very early period, and is carried on
with good success at the present time.

Swanton is very pleasantly located on an elevation above the river, with streets

broad and regular, and has a pleasant park, upon which is erected, by the citi-

zens of Swanton, a beautiful monument in memory of those who lost ih°ir lives

in the defence of our country in the late war of the rebellion. Swanton sup-
ports one newspaper (Franklin Journal), three churches, one academy, two
hotels, a national bank, several flourishing stores, two marble mills, one woolen
factory, one tannery, and several grist mills and sawmills. The population of
the town in 1870 was 2,806. The chief employment of the citizens is manufac-
turing, merchandizing and farming.

ttlSTOEY Of GkAND ISLE COUNTY.

GRAND ISLE COUNTY is bounded North by Canada and except the town of Alburgh, is composed of islands embosomed in the waters of Lake Champlain. It lies bet-

ween 44 deg. 35 min., and 45 deg. North latitude, and between 3 deg. 39 min., and 3 deg. 47 min. east longitude, and is 28 miles long from North to South and 5 miles in width. It contains

82 square miles and 45,070 acres. Several small islands lying adjacent are included within its limits ;
of which Savage Island and the two sisters belong to Grand Isle ;

Hill’s Island to Isle La
Motte; Butler’s Island, Knights Island, Diadamus Island and Hen Island to North Hero, and Providence Island, Stave Island, Fish Bladder Island, Gull Island and Kibbe Island to South

Hero. The first actual settlement within its limits was probably made by the French at Alburgh, 1782. Previous to this settlement, the territory of this County formed a part of the County

of Charlotte (set otf from the old County of Albany), which embraced a portion of the State of New York and Vermont. It was constituted in 1772 with its shire located at Skeensborough,

(now Whitehall). After Vermont had become a free and independent state, the Legislature, February 11, 1779, divided the State into the two counties of Bennington and Cumberland, the

former embracing all the territory west of the Green Mountains. In 1780 Bennington was divided and the territory North of its present boundary was called Washington County. Its name

was changed to Rutland the following year. October 18, 1785 Rutland County was divided and the territory north of its present limits called Addison County. October 23, 1787, Chittenden

County was formed 1‘roRi the northern part of Addison. Nov. 5, 1792, Chittenden County was divided on the North, and Franklin County incorporated, including the towns of Alburgh, Isle

La Motte and North Hero, leaving the towns of Grand Isle and South Hero with Chittenden County. Grand Isle County embracing its present limits was incorporated November 9. 1802.

The County buildings located at North Hero were built in 1824. The educational interests of the County are very liberally maintained. The surface of the County is generally level, though

somewhat diversified with hills and tracts of rolling land. The scenery is varie'1 and attractive. The geological constitution of the county clearly confirms the idea that it was once covered by

the ocean. Large deposits of marine shells are mixed with the soil and many remains have been exhumed in North Hero and Isle La Motte. Isle La Motte contains extensive quarries of Mar-

ble extensively used in building and for other purposes. The county contains a number of medicinal springs. The soil is exceedingly fertile and yields in abundance all those crops common

to this latitude. The properties of the soil are clay, loam and marl with a substratum of coarse gravel and heavy clay. There is no good mill privilege in the county. The people are almost

exclusively engaged in agriculture and are mostly industrious, enterprising and independent.

ALBURGH.-Is a point of land extending from Canada into Lake
Champlaiu abnut ten miles, and is about six miles in width on the Province
line. It is the northwest town in the state. The French called it “ Point Al-
gonquin.” Afterwards it was called “ Missisco Leg then 4

‘ Missisco Tongue
after this “ Caldwell’s Upper Manor,” but finally Alburgh,” after Major-Gen,
Ira Allen. It contains about 18,000 acres of land. The first civilized settlement
was made by the French in 1731, at Windmill Point. This was under a charter

from the French crowm, issued to Senior Francois Foucault. This settlement

was of short duration, and another was commenced in 1741, but soon abandoned.
Senior Foucault transferred his grant to Gen. Frederick Haldimand, who subse-

quently conveyed it to Henry Caldwell, Esq., of Belmont. The title of Henry
Caldwell descended to John Caldwell, his s«n. The late Herman Allen of High-
gate purchased it. from John Caldwell.
About the year 1782 some emigrants from St. Johns settled here. The town

was then called “ Caldwell’s Upper Manor.” Other settlers came soon after from
different localities. These settlers supposed themselves in Canada, and were
mostly British Refugees. The definition treaty of 1781 established the boundary
on latitude 45°, so that these lands were found to be within the Province of

New York. February 23rd, 1781, the Assembly of Vermont, then sitting at

Windsor, gave to Ira Allen and sixty-four others a charter of the town by the

name of Alburgh. This territory was the subject of much controversy in rela-

tion to the legal titles claimed by the original grantees. The consequence is,

that there is not a single lot of public laud in town, and the only rigut or title

that any occupant of land has in Alburgh iB acquired by prescription The
State of Vermont took the land from the State of New York by the squatter

title
;
and the Alburgliers, by the same title, took the land from the State of

Vermont, and now claim under the State no right exaept their name. Alburgh
was first represented in the legislature in 1786, by Thomas P. Loid.

About the year 1800 Ephraim Mott, aided by others, built a windmill for

flouring on the west shore ot the town. Agnes, daughter of John Gibsou, born
December 15th, 1784, was the first persou born in town. The first male child

born in town was Wm. Sowles, in 1788. Reuben Garlic established a school in

the west part of the town in 1789. A steam sawmill was built near the Prov-

ince line in 1830, and another at the centie of the town the same year. The first

town clerk was Thomas Reynolds, in 1792; the first constable Wm. Sowles, in

1793; the first, selectmen Samuel Mott, Jacob Cook, Richard Mott and Joshua
Manning, in 1773 ;

the first justice of the peace Thomas P. Loid, in 1786; the

first, lawyer 8. Holton, in 1805; the first physician Dr. Emerson, in 1787 ;
the

first merchants l'hilyer Loop, Scott Bros, and K. Ac A. Ransom.
The surface of Alburgh is comparatively level, though some portions are roll-

ing -the ridges running north and south. The soil is a clay formation ; it. is

well adapted to raising grain, fruit and vegetables. The scenery is delightful.

Alburgh Spriugs is a place of considerable summer resort. Its mineral waters

are considered excellent for all cutaneous diseases. The population of the town
in 1870 was 1716.

GRAND 1SL.E.—Is surrounded by Lake Champlain, except on the

south it is bounded by fcouth Hero. It is about six and a third miles long and
from a quarter of a mile to four miles wide. It contains 10,234 acres, including

Savage Island of 200 acres, and the Two Sisters of teu acres, of which 7,034 acres

are improved land. Grand Isle was chartered, together with North and South
Hero, to Ethan Allen, Samuel Herrick, Joseph Bowker, Ira Allen, Jonas Fay

and 359 others, October 27th, 1779, by Thomas Chittenden, governor of Vermont,
under the name of the 44 Two Heroes,” with 25.002 acres. The appellation of the
44 Two Heroes ” was given in honor of General Ethan and Col. Ira Allen. The
charter was granted exclusively to persons who had served in the revolution.

The original name of this island was Grand Isle, meaning in the French “ Great
Island.” It m believed that the first white settlers of the island were Col. Allen,

Lamberton Allen and Alexander Gordon, about the year 1783. John Knicker-
bocker was the first clerk of the proprietors, and was succeeded by Col. Ebenezer
Allen in 1784. The first, deed on their records is one from William Williams to

Capt. Jedediah Hyde of Norwich, Conn., Jan. 18th, 1783. The first white person
bora in this town was Esther, daughter of Lamberton Allen, December 13th,

178*2. The first white person that, died here was Jesse Tripp, about 1786. The
first marriage on record is that of Williard Gordon to Clarissa Armstrong, Octo-
ber 8th, 1794, by Alexander Gordon, justice of the peace. The first town meeting
of the then three consolidated towns was held at the house of Alexander Gordon
at “ Ladd’s Ferry,” March 28th, 1786. Nathan Hutchins was chosen town clerk,

Ebenezer Allen, Jacob Smith and Alexander Gordon selectmen, and Nathan
Hutchins constable.
In rieptember, 1788, it was voted to divide the “ Two Heroes,” and the legisla-

ture passed an act October 27th, giving its consent. The legislature, on Novem-
ber 7th, 1798, passed au act to divide the island into two towns, to be culled

South Hero and Middle Hero. The name of the latter was changed to Grand
Isle November 5th, 1810. The first town meeting was held at the house of Isaac
Atkins March 1st, 1799. Reuben Clapp was chosen moderator, James Brown
town clerk and treasurer, John Thomas first cons' able; Abel Bristol, Thomas
Cooper, Sr., and Reuben Clapp, selectmen. Grand Isle and South Hero formed
a part of Chittenden county until 1802, when tha new county of Grand Isle was
incorporated. In 1810 the first freemen’s meeting was held, and Rev. Asa Lyon
was chosen representative. The first school was taught by Jonathan Hyde in

1793, and the first school-house built in 1797 . The first public house was opened
by Alexander Gordon in 1790. The first postoffice was established in 1810.

Ephraim Beardsley was the first postmaster. The surface of the land is gene-
rally level. The soil is composed of clay, loam and marl, and is very productive.

The population of the town in 1870 was 682.
ISliE-LA-MOTTE.-An island six miles in length by two in breadth,

was named from a French officer, La Motte. As early as 1609 Samuel Cham-
plain visited the lake, and between that date and 1666 a fort called St. Anne was
built on the island. The settlement of this island precedes that of any other

part of the state by nearly a century. The island was chartered by Vermont
October 27th, 1779, to ninety-nine proprietors. The town was organized March
24th, 1791, and Ebenezer Hyde was chosen the first selectman. Nathaniel Wales
was the first representative; Ichahod Fisk taught the first school. The
first town clerk was Abraham Knapp, 1790; the first minister Daniel Brumley,
about the year 1800; the first physician Luther Plymton, after 1800; the first

lawyers were Seth Emmons. Solomon Morgan and Samuel Holtou. ^The first

person born on the island was L lura Blanchard, September 17th, 1792. This
town contains several extensive quarries of gray and blue Marble. Isle-La-Motte
marble in extensively used for building, and is widely known for its great beauty.
The soil is rich and remunerative, particularly in fruit. The inhabitants of the
island are a frugal, happy and enterprising people. In 1870 the population
numbered 497.

NORTH HERO. -Was granted October 27th, 1779, by Gov. Chittenden,

to Ethan Allen and Samuel Herrick, two revolutionary heroes : hence it re-

ceived the name of Hero. It contains 6,272 acres. This town embraces Butler’s

and Knight’s islands, containing several hundred acres. Enos Wood and Solo-

mon Wood, who settled here with their families in 1783, were the first actual

settlers. The first town meeting was held March 17th, 1789. Nathan Hazen
was chosen moderator; Nathan Hutchins. Jr., town clerk

; Nathan Hazen, John
Knight and John Bronson selectmen; Solomon Wood, Benjamin Butler and
Asahel Trumbull listers; Enos Wood, constable; John Martin, collector;

Nathan Hutchins, Jr, and Ephraim Sawyer, fence biewers
;
Nathan Hutchins,

Jacob Ball and Jabez Bronson, surveyors of highways.

This town became the shire town of the county in 1803. The courts were held

in the house of Jed. P. Ladd until the year 1825, when a courthouse was com-
pleted. The first person horn in town was Adin Wood, November 4th, 1785.

John Bronson to Elizabeth Bates. January 27th, 1787, is the first recorded mar-
riage

;
first circuit miuister sent here in 1802

;
first framed schoolhouse was built

about 1803 ;
the first school was taught by Lois Hazen ;

first store built by Jed.

P Ladd in 1809; first mail rnute established in 1813; Jed. P. Ladd the first

postmaster. The first siearner which plied through this ferry was the McDon-
ough, built in St. Albans in 1828. The only hotel ever erected in this town was
built in 1803.

The soil of North Hero is excellent. All the cleared land is arable and very
productive. All kinds of grain common to this latitude, and various fruits, are

raised with excellent success. The town contains several mineral springs, con-
sidered valuable for their medicinal properties. In 1870 the population num-
bered 601

.

SOUTH HERO.—Is bounded on the north by the town of Grand Isle ; on
all other portions by Lake Champlain. This town was chart**! ed. together with
Grand Isle and the islands north, to Ethan Allen, 8umuel Herrick and others,

October 27th, 1779. It was originally one town with Grand Isle and North Hero,
and was called the town of Two Heroes. N orth Hero was set off as a town by
itself in 1798 or ’99. This island was divided into two towns, and called South
Hero and Middle Hero. November 5th, 1810, the name of Middle Hero was
changed to Grand Isle. Col. Ebenezer Allen and Alexander Gordon wen; the
first settlers, August 25th, 1783. The first town meeting recorded after the
North Island w*as set off was held March 10th, 1789. Stephen Pearl was chosen
moderator, Ebenezer Allen town clerk; Alexander Gordon, Ephraim Duel, Wm.
Hazen, Stephen Pearl and Ebenezer Allen, selectmen ; Isaac Adams, first »'on-

stable and collector of taxes, and Reuben Clapp second constable. The first

marriage recorded was Howe Graham to Mary Allen by Ebenezer Allen, justice

of the peace. Benjamin Landon built the first brick house in town. It is now
standing. The first Methodist minister who visited this island was Rev. Wm.
Anson, 1802. The public buildings in town consist of two churches (Congrega-
tional and Methodist), an academy, town hall and a public house.
The soil of South Hero is of the first quality for grain, grass and fruit, The

principal business of the people is farming. Wool and grain constitute the
principal articles of export. The scenery, for variety and beauty, is not sur-

passed in New England. The town has several mineral springs that are becom-
ing noted for their medicinal properties. The population in 1870 numbered
586.
